Rules of participation:

K-12, in the Greater Waterville area. 

2) Students may enter individually or as part of a school class. 

3) 6-12 winners will be selected, and their banner designs will be featured on downtown 

streetlight poles this spring! 

4) Submissions should be created using the form provided. 

5) All participants will receive a certificate and a $5 coupon to Freshwater Arts, downtown 

Waterville’s arts education center (www.freshwaterarts.org).  

6) Winning submissions will be digitally scanned, enlarged to 16” x 34”, and printed onto 

banners in full color. 

7) All entries must be submitted to Waterville Main Street, 177 Main Street, Waterville, ME 
04901 no later than Friday, March 14. 

8) Winners will be announced on March 18.  

9) Winning entries will be displayed on the Waterville Main Street web site at 

www.watervillemainstreet.org.  

10) Waterville Main Street may resize, reprint, and otherwise reproduce any design submitted as 

part of this contest. 
 

Design Guidelines & Recommendations 
• All designs must fit within the box provided on the attached form. 
• Please note that the banners hang vertically, so all designs should be vertically-oriented. 
• The theme of the banner design contest is “The Sights of Spring.”  
• Think big, bright, and bold - the banners will be hung on downtown streetlight poles, so your 

design should be large and bright enough to catch people’s attention. 
• Please do not incorporate text into your design. 

 

Important Dates:  
• March 14 - Banner designs are due. 

• March 18 - Winners notified. 

• April – Banners will appear on downtown streetlight poles in early April, 

with the exact date to be announced.  As soon as the date is set, a 

special awards ceremony will be arranged and all students who 

submitted entries will be notified.
